The progress of Scientific thought in the
history of English literature :

The early history of
Scientific knowledge is as-
sociated with much, that to
us, in these ways of en-
lighten, saviors of sheer
madaness. Man spent long
year of their lives in the? vain
hope of discovering. Itis dif-
ficult for upto realize that
these men were frequentl_y
gifted with mathematical §klll
and scientific imagination.
They desired to penetrate
the mysteries of natqre to
gain knowledge of hidden
things =.....eoee in the eyes
of the common people, their
researches gained fo'r t_hem
a reputation as magicians,
and they were Iookec! upon
as being in league with the
powers of evil. In this way the
course of history in two ways,
it encouraged expt‘o.ratlon
and discovery and it Iec_i to
the revival of clinical learning.

In the Fifteenth 'and
Sixteenth Centuries various
factors were responsible for
the increased desire for
travel and trade. Most of the
medieval ideas of as
tronomy, medicine, and

chemistry were derived from
classical sources. But the
medieval scholars applied
this know-all to practical pur-
pose and infused it with the

spirit of causticity. It was a

sympathetic study of the
classics of oneient Latin and
Greek literature. The Pio-
neers of this study were the Ital-
ian- petrarch and Boccaceio
from ltaly the new learning
came to Germany, France
and England. Germany Pro-

- duced the great classical

scholars - A greats and
Reuchlin.

As in art, soin litera-
ture was becoming individu-
alistic, scientific, and secular
with the discovery of new
sea- routes and dissent con-
sonants and with the redis-
covery of classical philoso-
pher, scientists and poets
great progress was made in
astronomy, mathernatical
physics, medicine, biography
and the social studies. Dur-
ing the Middle Ages,
astronomersbelieved
ptolemy's theory that the
Earth is the fixed centre ofthe

Universe and that the sun,
moon and the other planetes
revolve round it every twenty
four hours. There was also
the theory of pythagoras that
the sun is the center of the
Universe. This theory was
now "revived" and copemicus
became its ablest Champion
Galiles is famous for making
the telescope in which, in
1609 he showed that the sun
was turning on its azis and
that Jupitar was attended by
revolving moons. In this way
the theory of Copernicus was
proved. Thus, Revolutionary
provress was made in math-
ematics. Mathematicians
also worked out adequate
symble for arithmetic and al-
gebra.

Similar Progress
was made in physics, me-
chanics, and metiailurgy. The
two new Sciences laid the
foundation of mechaies and
dynamics. In medicine little
progress was made. Willium
Harvey an English physi-
cians, gave to the world his
discovery of the circulation of
the blood from the heart of




the arteries and thence to
veins and back to the heart.
Gesner's catalogue of plants
and History of animals are
remarkable books which in-
dicated the way to progress
in botany and Zoology.

This scorn for the im-
mediately preceding age
was combined with self glo-
rification, which os called "in-
dividualism". All classes of
people - explorers and colo-
nists, pirates and merchants,
scholars and scientists repu-
diated tradition and author-
ity. In this way scientific
progress freed the mind of
the people from medieval
conception and prococeu-
pations and started modern
age on a new path of
progress in all the fieds of life.

Thus, Science is the
systematic attempt to under-
stand the vast and complex
Universe and find regulari-
ties in natural laws. It is the
search for rules in a bid to
understand the vast and com-
plex universe. We need 3
brain as massive as the Uni-
verse. Because the Universe
is vast and complex. The
brain is the human mecha-
nism with which human be-
ings try to understand. So
science is a systematic
study of any branch if knowl-
edge based on observation
and experiment, which helps

us to progress our scientific
thoughys in thd study of En-
glish literature, and for
achieving this purpose Sci-
entist must be a man with a
critical bent of mind. He must
not be content with the con-
ventional wisdom. He must
form aome alternative hy-
potheses and proseed ac-
cordingly. Scientist must
haye a free mind to see the
universe as it really is. His
observation and view must
be objective and importial,

view. Since a very long time,
people belonging to various
religious communities have
been living amidst harmony in
this country.The major reli-
gious communities live in
each village and town in the
country. Religious minority
groups inindia have been able
to preserve their group iden-
tities and have also stayed in
the mainstream of national
politics for long time. The
Muslim in India, in fact, con-
stitute the largest religious
minority in the country. It may
be considered the second big-
gest Muslim populationinthe
world, next to Indonesia. Ac-
cording to 2001 census, the
Muslims constituted 13.4 per
cent of the Indian population.
It has been observed that eco-
nomically, Muslims are the
most backward community
with the lowest employment
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rate in the country.

However, unlike the
Muslims, the Christians are
the second largest minority in
the country. They are chiefly
spread in south Indian states,
basically in Kerala. Consistent
with the social philosophy of
their religion, the Christians
in India are well represented
in the social welfare activities
of the country with particular
concern for the service of the
unprivileged. Their role in the
sphere of health and educa-
tion is well recognized since
colonial period. But recently,
some Christian missionaries
of the country have been al-
leged to be involved in con-
version activities that led to
communal conflicts which wit-
nessed large scale attacks on
the churches and Christians
in Gujarat, Orissa and differ-
ent other states.

Similarly, the early
part of 20th century wit-
nessed the rise of several Sikh

___’
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sectarian organisations that
emphasised the distinct Sikh
identity. Sikhism is another
important religion in India
which is spread in different
parts of the country. They are
spread especially in Punjab,
Delhi, Haryana, Bihar, etc.
They claim Punjab as their
motherland.

These people have de-
veloped a very strong sub-na-
tional identity, carrying with
them the vital elements of the
Punjabi culture. It is worth-
while to mention that the
Sikhs are excellent cultivators
in the rural areas, they have
played a very significant role
in the Green Revolution of the
country. Most of them earn
their livelihood in the trade
and commerce sectors in ur-
ban areas. They have always
maintained a larger share in
defence forces of the cou ntry.
Like the Muslims, Sikhs and
Chriatains, other religious
minorities of the country, such
as the jains and the Buddhists
have also stayed in the main-
stream of Indian Politics,

This
commission looks into spe-
cific complaints regarding
deprivation of nights and
safeguards of minorities, and
conducts research on pros
and cons of discrimination
against the minorities,
